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What is our problem with Ryegrass?

ǒPutting consistency of greens is affected by 

clumps of Ryegrass

ǒFairway appearance and playability is 

reduced by Ryegrass

ǒRoughs are dense and clumpy ïleading to 

lost balls and slow play

ǒRyegrass is spreading into fine turf areas 

ǒCoarse grasses are growing through 

heather

ǒReduced labour availability for mechanical 

or hand weeding 

ǒMembers demand consistently higher 

quality turf and without intruptions in play
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What are the options?

ǒMechanical control with verticutting

ǒAdverse effect on turf quality and play during treatment

ǒRequired year after year ïonly ever reduce, never remove

ǒHandweeding

ǒSlow and expensive

ǒOnly suitable for small areas of greens

ǒRESCUE

ǒQuick ïpositive results seen in weeks

ǒWe can apply, manage and rejuvenate turf in-house

ǒCan be used on all areas of the course

ǒNo interruption in play
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Where are our priorities for treatment?

ǒThe areas considered as a priority for Ryegrass removal include:

ǒList of worst affected greens

ǒList of worst affected fairways

ǒAreas of heather targeted for improvement

ǒAreas of semi-rough/rough targeted for improvement 

ǒAdd in pictures where available
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Greens Ryegrass removal

ǒWhy remove thick, clumpy Ryegrass from greens?

ǒImprove quality and consistency or the putting surface

ǒImprove visual appearance of turf

ǒReduce stalky growth for consistent play all day

ǒStop further Ryegrass spread

ǒAllow fine turf species to fill and create a better playing surface
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Fairway Ryegrass removal

ǒWhy remove thick, clumpy Ryegrass from fairways?

ǒImprove turf quality and consistency

ǒImprove visual appearance of turf

ǒReduce stalky growth that stops ball carry

ǒStop further Ryegrass invasion of playing areas

ǒAllow fine turf species to fill and create a better playing surface
